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DIRECTIONS

ROUTE #1 — The easy, slow way: Take Preston road
(289) north. Way north. Through Prosper and
Celina to Gunter. (See Once In Gunter, below)

ROUTE #2 — The fast way (on the toll road): Take
the Dallas North Tollway all the way until it
dead ends at 380.

Turn right / east, go 1 mile on 380, and
then turn left / north on 289 in Prosper.

Go north through Prosper, Celina and
Gunter (See Once In Gunter, below)

ROUTE #3 — The other fast way from Dallas

(still pretty easy): Go north on Central (75)
past McKinney to Exit 51 (FM 121, W.
Stephens St.), at Van Alstyne. Exit and turn
left / west.

Go about 10 miles to Gunter and turn
right / north, on S. 8th street (Hwy 289).
(See Once In Gunter, below)

ONCE IN GUNTER ... : Continue north through
Gunter on 289, 1 mile to the north side of the
high school to Kerfoot Drive, turn right.

Go to 411 Kerfoot Drive which is the
second house on the left.
